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REFUSE COLLECTION

Refuse Collection : Trash is picked up weekly and billed along with the monthly
water bill. The pickup day for the resident is divided into 2 wards. Trash is picked
up every Wednesday of the week, recyclable will be every other Monday depending on
ward.

Household Refuse: Trash service includes one 95 -gallon cart per household. If you
require more service, please contact our office or go to St. Clair City Hall for pre -paid
tags ($0.60) to attach to any extra waste containers or bags. In addition, we will pick

up one bulk item per month (household furnishing, mattress, sofa, chair, etc.) on the

last Wednesday of the month. You must call our office to schedule the pickup.

Please have your trash to the curb before 6:00 AM on your scheduled service day.
Once trash is picked up, please remove can from curb. It is against city ordinance to

leave your trash toters out on the curb for more than 24 hours once serviced.

Recyclables: Waste Connections will provide recycling collection service bi -weekKly.
Recycling service includes one 95 -gallon cart per household. All recycling materials

for collection must be placed in the cart. Acceptable items in the recycling include:

glass bottles and jars, aluminum, steel and tin cans, comingled paper fiber (if you

can tear the paper, it will recycle), cardboard, magazines, paperback books, and
aseptic packaging and containers.

Recycle pickups are every other Monday depending on the ward you are in.

Recycle containers are to be placed in the same spot as your trash container pickup.
To request either more recycling bins or an additional 95 -gallon recycling tote, please

Yard Waste: Waste Connections will provide yard removal service on a regularly
scheduled day in accordance with the following schedule: once per month during the

months of December, January, February, and March, bi -weekly during the months of

July, August, and September, and weekly during the months of April, May, June, Oc-

tober, and November. The following must be followed in order to have the yard waste
picked up: up to 8 biodegradable, OKRAFTO pa
grass, or twigs. Fifty pound limit per can or bag. NO PLASTIC BAGS ALLOWED.

Bundles of twigs and/or branches tied with twine (no plastic) up to 4 inches in

diameter placed at the curb. Tie all bundles with string or twine, no wire. Please

have your yard waste at the curb by 6:00 A.M. on your scheduled service day.

NOTE: All pickups will be one day later than normally scheduled if that week has a
holiday. Senior discount rates apply to account holders over the age of 60.

CITY UTILITY FEES AND DEPOSIT

Water bills are billed monthly and are payable on or before the 15 th of
each month. A 15% penalty of the water and sewer will be added if not

paid by due date (15th of each month). If past due amount is unpaid

10 days after due date (the 25th), utilities will be disconnected

without further notice.

100-5,000 gallons: $9.50 + $3.75 per 1,000 gallons used.

5,001 -20,000 gallons: $9.50 + $5.50 per 1,000 gallons used.
20,001 -100,000 gallons: $9.50 + $5.00 per 1,000 gallons used.
100,001 gallons & over: $9.50 + $3.50 per 1,000 gallons used.

Sewer Rates: 0-99 gallons: $10.00

100 gallons & over: $10.00 + $4.50 per 1,000 gallons used.
Trash Fee: $17.18
Senior Trash Fee (60+ years old): $15.46

Primacy Fee (mandatory by State): $3.00 annually in June.

Sewer Connect Fee: $0.80 annually in June.

PARKS IN THE CITY

Orchard Park:  Orchard Park is a beautiful 24 acre municipal park located along Orchard
Drive & the South Service Rd of | -44. There is a beautiful 1 mile figure -8 asphalt path that
winds its way through the center of this park along with a regulation size soccer field, a

baseball & softball diamond, two handball courts, a basketball court, a memorial stage for
performing arts, playground equipment, & multiple pavilions that can be rented for a small

fee (see next page). Orchard Park also hosts the annual Freedom Festival, the annual

Fireworks Display, & our community movies in the park.

Evergreen Park:  Evergreen Park is an approximate 16 acre municipal park located on
Park Street across from the St. Clair Community Center & Public Works Facility. Evergreen
Park offers a 2000+ square foot spray park, an 18 hole disc golf course, a fantastic baseball
& softball diamond, a new walking trail, multiple pavilions, playground equipment, a
basketball court, & a shuffleboard deck.

Main Street Park: The St. Clair Main Street Park located on Main Street in the central
business district is nestled between the famed Frisco Railroad & a large portion of our
downtown business area. It is currently the home to a Frisco Caboose as well as a gazebo &
a decorative brick walking area. Main Street Park is currently used by local musicians &

store owners for weekend events throughout the spring & summer.

St. Clair Baseball Association Iron Hill Sports Complex: Owned & operated by
the St. Clair Baseball Association, this complex is on Iron Hill Road & is home to several
baseball diamonds that meet the softball & baseball needs of boys & girls of various ages.




PARK PAVILIONS ARE AVAILABLE FOR RENT

All persons wanting to rent a pavilion must complete a rental form and

return said form with the appropriate payment in order to place a
reservation. Reservations are made on a first come -first served basis. Rental
fees are non refundable unless the reservation is cancelled 30 days or more
prior to use date. Spray park in not included with pavilion rental. If spray
park is non -working on day of pavilion rental, refunds are not applicable and
notice will not be given to pavilion renter. See the Pavilion Rental Form (can

Large Pavilion in Orchard Park: $50 for city resident / $100 for non -city resident
